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WORKPLACE SAFETY WINNERS ANNOUNCED

The Safety, Rehabilitation and Compensation Commission (SRCC) Safety Award winners were
announced last night at a gala dinner held at The National Ballroom, Hotel Realm, Canberra.

Now in their eighth year, the awards acknowledge the dedication and commitment that organisations
and individuals demonstrate in the areas of occupational health and safety, rehabilitation and return to
work.

Organisations under the Comcare health and safety jurisdiction, including all Commonwealth public
service agencies and private sector licensees, were eligible for the awards.

A record number of entries were received this year from Government and private sector organisations
from across the country. Over 350 guests attended the presentation dinner last night where the five
winners were revealed.

Mr Les Taylor, SRCC Chairman, said “As many organisations place a dedicated focus on safety and
rehabilitation, there is strong competition for these awards”.
